A portion of G Avenue, originally established on the 2" of July, 1906 (Road Record
Book 3, Page 269) as Gilbert Consent Highway, lying in Section 12, T-886N, R22W,
Buckeye Township of Hardin County, lowa. The extent of this road reclassification is
the portion of the roadway commencing at the North Right-of-Way line of 180™ Street,
thence running in a Northerly direction approximately one-half mile to the terminus.
