A portion of G Avenue, originally established on the 2nd of July, 1906 (Road Record Book 

3, Page 269) as Gilbert Consent Highway, lying in Section 12, T-886N, R22W, Buckeye 

Township of Hardin County, Iowa.  The extent of this road reclassification is the portion 

of the roadway commencing at the North Right-of-Way line of 180th Street, thence running 

in a Northerly direction approximately one-half mile to the terminus.

The special meeting was held with Megan DiCesare, IRVM Department, for a 

departmental planning session and employment job review. 

 

The job review materials haven’t been compiled, so that item will be placed on a future

Items discussed and consensus reached: 

1. Spraying priority was met. 

2. Other priorities remain, but can now include hydro-seeding as well. 

3. IRVM and Engineer will continue to communicate to meet priorities. 

4. As a department head and manager of employees, Megan has “exempt” status. 

5. Megan will avoid employee hours exceeding 30 hrs/wk on annual average. 

6. Brush spraying will be walked, unless OSHA/DOT/DOL can be satisfied. 

7. IRVM will hire PT seasonal to fill the vacancy occurring on or about 8/10. 

8. Winter personnel will include Megan and one other person. 

9. IRVM budget management will benefit from good communication with BOS. 

10. Megan can comp IRVM fulltime person, but avoid being short-handed for weed 

spraying season.
