COURTHOUSE LARGE CONFERENCE ROOM

Chair Reneé McClellan called the meeting to order.  Also present were Supervisors Lance

Duhn, and Angela Silvey.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Hoffman moved, Granzow seconded to approve the agenda as posted.  Motion carried.

Granzow moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the minutes of October 3, 2019, October 9,
2019, and October 11, 2019.  Motion carried.

Hoffman moved, Granzow seconded to approve the October 16, 2019 claims for payment.

Utility Permits:
Granzow moved, Hoffman seconded to approve Hardin County Utility Permit Application 10-
16-19 submitted by Heart of Iowa Communications Cooperative.  Motion carried.  Permit
Application 10-16-19 is on file in the Engineer’s Office.  

Secondary Roads Department:
County Engineer Taylor Roll advised his crew is concrete patching on County Highway S75 and
that, due to construction on State Highway 14, S75 is incurring more traffic than it was built to
handle.  Hoffman feared that increased commercial traffic will continue after Highway 14
reopens.  Roll said he spoke to Grundy County Engineer Gary Mauer about a joint resurfacing
project and was awaiting Mauer’s response.

RESOLUTION 2019-___

ESTABLISHING SPEED LIMIT ON COUNTY HIGHWAY S75 BETWEEN
COUNTY HIGHWAY D65 AND 340TH STREET LOCATED IN HARDIN COUNTY, IOWA

WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors is empowered under authority of Sections 321.255 and 
321.285 subsection 5b of the Code of Iowa, to determine upon the basis of an engineering and traffic 
investigation that the speed limit of any secondary road is greater than is reasonable and proper 
under the conditions existing, and may determine and declare a reasonable and proper speed limit,
and

WHEREAS, such investigation has been completed by the Hardin County Engineer’s Department.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Hardin County Board of Supervisors that speed limit 
be established and appropriate signs erected at the locations described as follows:

On County Highway S75, between County Highway D65
and 340th Street located in Hardin County, Iowa;

North & South Bound Traffic
1. 35 MPH from the intersection of County Highway D65 and County Highway S75, thence

South 3.5 miles to the intersection of 340th Street and County Highway S75.

This Resolution shall be in effect when the signs have been erected and shall be in effect for 
an indefinite amount of time, pending the rehabilitation of the roadway.
