Chair Lance Granzow called the meeting to order. Also present were Supervisors BJ Hoffman
and Reneé McClellan; and JD Holmes, Michael Pearce, Dave Hayes, Linda Hayes, Jean Groen,
Curt Groen, Donna Juber, Bob Juber, Taylor Roll, Joe Donald, Machel Eichmeier, Darrell
Meyer, Lori Kadner, Jessica Lara, Justin Ites, and Angela Silvey.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
McClellan moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the agenda as posted. Motion carried.
Hoffman moved, McClellan seconded to approve the minutes of March 4, 2020. Motion carried.

McClellan moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the March 11, 2020 claims for payment.
Motion carried.

Utility Permits:

Hoffman moved, McClellan seconded to approve Hardin County Utility Permit Applications 20-
007, 20-008, and 20-009 as presented. Motion carried. All permits are on file in the Engineer’s
Office.

Secondary Roads Department:
The Roads crew is readying to haul rock.

At 9:02 a.m. the Chair opened the public hearing on proposed road vacations in Lawn Hill.
Taylor Roll, County Engineer, reviewed the proposed road vacations. Written comments were
received from Rick Vaughan, Innovative Ag Services.

Hoffman moved to set April 15, 2020 at 9:03 a.m. for the FY 2019/2020 budget amendment
hearing. The motion died for lack of a second. Hoffman then moved, McClellan seconded to set
April 22, 2020 at 9:02 a.m. in the Courthouse Large Conference Room for the FY 2019/2020
budget amendment hearing. Roll Call Vote: “Ayes” Hoffman, McClellan, and Granzow.
“Nays” None. Motion carried.

McClellan moved, Hoffman seconded to direct payment of the state audit bill from risk pool
reserves pursuant to lowa Code Sections 331.301(11) and (12) and 331.424(1)(a)(5) and
331.441(2)(b)(8). After County Auditor Jessica Lara requested clarification on name of fund,
McClellan then moved, Hoffman seconded to amend the motion to state Public Employees’
Health Trust, rather than risk pool reserves. Motion carried on both items.

Hoffman moved, McClellan seconded to approve the Auditor’s Monthly Report for February
2020. Motion carried.

McClellan moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the Recorder’s Monthly Report for February
2020. Motion carried.

McClellan moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the County Conservation Annual Report,
1/1/2019 — 12/31/2019, as presented. Motion carried.

Hoffman moved, McClellan seconded to approve the retirement, per the terms of the Voluntary
Early Retirement Incentive, of Jeffrey State, Motor Grader Operator, effective 05/01/2020.
Motion carried.

Hoffman moved, McClellan seconded to approve the request for early retirement benefits for
Jeffrey State. Motion carried.

McClellan moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the hiring of David Corcoran, Property
Management Assistant, at a salary of $34,000/year, effective 03/16/2020. Corcoran will be
subject to a six-month probation period, after which he is eligible for a $1,000 raise. Motion
carried.

Public Comments: None.

Other Business: None.

McClellan moved, Hoffman seconded to adjourn. Motion carried.



At 10:21 a.m. the meeting was reconvened to review lowa Governmental Health Care Plan
coverage and costs. Present: Supervisors Granzow, Hoffman, and McClellan; and Lori Kadner;
Taylor Roll; Linn Adams; Denise Ballard and Cindy Allen, IGHCP; Tom Schuetz, Group
Services; Becca Junker; Machel Eichmeier; and Angela Silvey.

Denise Ballard presented reasons for Hardin County to join IGHCP, including lower
administration fees than a standard Wellmark plan, removing volatility and risk of self-funding,
making renewals more predictable, and telemedicine at no cost to employee or County.

Ballard assured the Board that Hardin County would not be restricted on number of plans offered
or to one plan design, but she thought that streamlining to one $750-deductible Blue Choice plan
made the most sense, as all insureds will be allowed to see doctors outside lowa.

Discussion was held on the Public Employees’ Health Trust reserves and where that money
would go should the County change plans. According to Ballard, Hardin County’s reserves
would never be commingled with other IGHCP entities’. Also, after the first year, IGHCP could
re-evaluate costs and lower claims funding if Hardin County’s plan performs well and has
reserve.

The Supervisors reviewed a side-by-side comparison of benefits and coverage for Wellmark
Blue Choice vs. Blue Advantage vs. Alliance Select.

Tom Schuetz commented that Group Services can offer Hardin County flexibility on plan design
and coverage, and that depending on which stop loss deductible the Board chooses, Group
Services is proposing anywhere from a 2% to a 12-16% decrease in rates.

It was mentioned that of County employees, 13 have been either grandfathered into or elected
Alliant Select PPOs, while 118 are on the Blue Advantage HMO; therefore, transitioning to
IGHCP would provide 118 employees with better and more health care options.

Hoffman moved to engage IGHCP effective coverage July 1, 2020, with enrollment to start as
soon as possible, coordinated with Becca Junker, benefits administrator. Motion died for lack of
a second.

Granzow directed that action on the Employee Health Care Plan be revisited at the March 25,
2020 Board meeting.

At 11:41 a.m. Hoffman moved, McClellan seconded to adjourn. Motion carried.

Also present were
Supervisors BJ Hoffman and Reneé McClellan; and Matt Jones, Jessica Sheridan, Dave
McDaniel, Bruce Dieken, Rocky Reents, Becca Junker, Lori Kadner, Darrell Meyer,
Thomas Craighton, Justin Ites, and Angela Silvey.

The emergency meeting was called to order as allowed under lowa Code Section 21.4(2)
and 29C to address public health and safety following the discovery of COVID-19
community spread in lowa and to begin mobilization efforts as recommended by federal
and state agencies.

McClellan moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the agenda as posted. Motion carried.

Thomas Craighton, Emergency Management Coordinator, reviewed the need for a
proclamation by the Supervisors and an integrated County response. Further, Craighton
requested the Board authorize McClellan to serve as public information officer and
liaison between the Board and Emergency Operations Center for the duration of the
emergency. The matter will be acted upon at the Board’s March 18, 2020 meeting.

Hoffman moved, McClellan seconded to approve the following Hardin County Disaster
Emergency Proclamation. Roll Call Vote: “Ayes” Hoffman, McClellan, and Granzow.
“Nays” None. Motion carried.

PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS, one of the greatest responsibilities of any elected official is the
protection of the electorate served and the protection of the greater public health and
safety; and

WHEREAS, COVID19 poses a serious and potentially deadly threat to the public and
the public health as the Federal Center for Disease Control (“CDC”) has noted that
serious illness occurs in 16% of cases with older people and people of all ages with
severe chronic medical conditions — like heart disease, lung disease and diabetes, for
example — seeming to be at a higher risk of developing serious COVID-19 illness and
noting that the World Health Organization has determined COVID19 to be a
pandemic; and

WHEREAS, across the globe, the disease has been dramatically spread through
contact by those with no known correlation to any affected areas or without contact
with those known to be infected, called “community spread” and the lowa Department
of Public Health (“IDPH”) has now identified community spread in the Des Moines
Metro area and has issued new recommendations for individuals with underlying
conditions, and all lowans should be prepared for cancellations and disruptions in
routine activities; and

WHEREAS, a high rate of infection has been shown to overwhelm medical systems
throughout the world and numerous governmental entities and epidemiologists have
stated that community spread in the United States poses the same risk of overwhelming
American medical systems; and

WHEREAS, the IDPH has recommended the immediate implementation of several
mitigation measures to have the most significant impact on slowing the spread of the
virus, including avoiding large gatherings of more than 250 people, and considering
adjustments for smaller gatherings with high risk groups;

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE FORGOING AND
OTHER VALID EMERGENT CONCERNS, THE HARDIN COUNTY BOARD
OF SUPERVISORS PROCLAIM THE FOLLOWING:



We hereby determine that a state of emergency or public danger exists.

We further strongly suggest—consistent with the recommendations of the
IDPH—that private gatherings of 250 or more people on private property should be
avoided and appropriate adjustment for smaller gatherings with high risk groups
should be made.

We further authorize and direct all Hardin County Departments to cooperate and
assist where possible Hardin County Emergency Management and Greenbelt
Homecare for Hardin County Public Health as necessary to reduce affects from this
disaster.

This Proclamation of emergency and public danger is part of an ongoing response
of Hardin County to protect public health and safety and may be modified or
superseded with more restrictive proclamations at any time as circumstances
warrant.

Commercial Tax Rebate Policy

Hardin County's goal for economic development is to increase the tax base. Job creation, job
retention and enhancement of economic well being of our County, and our citizens are also desired
outcomes.

Projects in the unincorporated area are a primary focus for the County. The County will take a

lead role and be proactive in developments proposed for unincorporated areas. These projects will
be supported if appropriate location and infrastructure are or can be made available. Infrastructure,
which can be made available to other development, may be given special consideration by the
County.

Projects in incorporated areas should have a municipal focus. Towns and cities should assume
the lead role for proposals within corporate boundaries. The County's position will be supportive;
but county involvement will be only as a partner with another governmental entity. As a partner,
however, the County desires to be involved early and fully in the process.

Policy Information:

It is the policy of Hardin County to consider the judicious use of TIF for those projects that demonstrate
a substantial and significant public benefit. Even though this policy is intended to provide direction and
clarify the process, it is not intended to resolve all the details and complexities of tax increment
financing arrangements. This policy shall not be construed as obligating the County to use TIF for any or
all projects that satisfy the criteria set forth in this policy.

The decision to provide TIF incentives shall be at the sole discretion and approval of the Hardin County
Economic Development Director, the Hardin County Economic Development Advisory Council and the
Hardin County Board of Supervisors and shall be determined on a case-by-case basis.

Care will be exercised in the use of TIF by thoroughly evaluating each project to ensure that the benefits
that accrue from the approval of a TIF investment project are appropriate for the costs that will result.
Meeting policy criteria does not guarantee the award of business assistance to the project. Approval or
denial of one project is not intended to set precedent for approval or denial of another project. All
parties must sign a Development Agreement with the County prior to the award of their assistance and
must re-certify the agreement yearly for the life of their incentive package. Employment figures will be
verified via Development agreement.
