Consultant may provide detail drawings and other forms of 
electronic documents to client for review or to communicate concepts in ideas. Consultant makes neither claim nor warranties that drawings will be suitable for inclusion into project documents and shall be reviewed by 
project design team were applicable for compliance with local building codes, stamped with a seal in accordance with state laws, and/or redrawn to specific CAD standards if so required to maintain project consistency. 
Use of all documents produced by consultant for the purpose of this project are done so at the client’s discretion. 

DOCUMENTS PRODUCED. Audio Engineering Group shall retain the rights of all documents produced for the client project. Documents produced are for the sole purpose of the client project as stated within the proposal. 
Additional use on related or similar projects is prohibited. 

CLIENTS’S REPRESENTATIONS. Client as defined as the Client of record, legally and beneficially, has the full and entire right, power and authority to enter into this Agreement and other Agreements affecting the project. 
Client has on hand, or has, or will obtain, legally binding commitments for all financing necessary to enable it to pay the Contract Sum, as same may be adjusted in accordance with the terms of this Agreement 

FAILURE OF PERFORMANCE (a) If the Client fails to make payment of any Application for Payment, the Consultant may, if such failure is not cured within thirty days after notice to the Owner, terminate the Contract and 
recover from the Owner’s payment for Work executed and for loss with respect to materials and labor, including reasonable overhead, profit and damages applicable to the Project.  If  Client fails to perform the Contract, 
either by lack of financing or other cause attributable to Owner, Client will forfeit all amounts paid Consultant to date.  This in no way limits any of the Consultant’s rights and remedies and Consultant may pursue all 
available remedies at law and in equity.  

GOVERNING LAW This Contract has been made and executed in Milford, Iowa and in any action proceeding or appeal on any matter related to or arising out of this Contract, the Consultant, Client and any Guarantor 
hereby consent to the personal jurisdiction of the State of Iowa, and the Client hereby agrees that Dickinson County shall be the exclusive jurisdiction for litigation involving any dispute concerning this Contract.  Client 
expressly waives Client’s right to remove any action to Federal Court.  Client agrees that Iowa law, without regard to its choice of law provisions, shall govern the interpretation and enforcement of this Contract and all 
other matters, claims and defense related thereto.  Client must make a Good faith effort to resolve any disputes or damages. 

NO WAIVER The failure of either party to this Agreement to insist upon the performance of any of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, or the waiver of any breach of any of the terms and conditions of this 
Agreement, shall not be construed as thereafter waiving any such terms and conditions, but these shall continue and remain in full force and effect as if no such forbearance or waiver had occurred. 

MODIFICATION OF AGREEMENT Any modification of this Agreement or additional obligation assumed by either party in connection with this Agreement shall be binding only if evidenced in writing signed by each party or 
an authorized representative of each party. 

ASSIGNMENT OF RIGHTS. The rights of each party under this Agreement are personal to that party and may not be assigned or transferred to any other person, firm, corporation, or other entity without the prior, 
expressed written consent of the other party. 

SEVERABILITY.  In the event any provision of this Agreement is held invalid, illegal or unenforceable, in whole or in part, the remaining provisions of this Agreement shall not be affected thereby and shall continue to be 
valid and enforceable, and, if, for any reason, a court finds that any provision of this Agreement is invalid, illegal or unenforceable as written, but that by limiting such provision it would become valid, legal and enforceable, 
then such provision shall be deemed to be written and shall be construed and enforced as so limited.   

APPROVALS AND FEES. The Client has the exclusive responsibility to obtain any professional services that are desired or required, including but not limited to local union officials, professional engineers, architects, 
inspectors and licensing bureaus.  The Client is exclusively responsible for any and all other responsibilities, costs and/or fees. 

COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed to be an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument, and in making 
proof hereof, it shall not be necessary to produce or account for more than one such counterpart. 

INDEPENDENTLY ADVISED.  The parties have had the opportunity to consult with independent legal and financial/business advisors or have specifically waived the right to do so. 

ENTIRE AGREEMENT . This agreement contains the entire and sole agreement between the Client and the Consultant related to the work defined herein and any representations, promises, conditions or commitments in 
connection herewith not incorporated herein shall not be binding upon either the Client the Consultant or others.  All clarifications with any disputed meaning or ambiguity within the agreement or services shall be 
resolved in favor of Consultant.   

EMPLOYEE EXCLUSION FROM LIABILITY. Client acknowledges that employees, officers, consultants, and agents (herein after referred to employees) of Consultant have no agreement or responsibility, direct or implied, 
whatsoever with Client and Client consents that they shall fully hold harmless and shall not pursue damages of any kind from employees of Consultant.  In any event, employees of Consultant shall not be liable to Client for 
any liability, loss or damage, including consequential or incidental damages, caused or alleged to be caused, directly or indirectly by or related to Consultant, Owner, or any system, design, or equipment, by Consultant or 
employee or any inadequacies thereof, or deficiency or defect therein, or by any incident whatsoever in connection therewith. 

INDEMNITY.  The Client will indemnify and hold the Consultant and its agents, officers, employees and consultants harmless from and against any and all claims, losses and expenses, (including reasonable attorney's fees) 
including but not limited to, arising out of or relating to the work, use of systems, information, equipment, or the performance of any services furnished to the Owner.   If the Consultant and/or its agents, officers, 
employees and consultants are required to incur additional expenses, including attorney's fees, in enforcing its indemnity obligation, even from a third party, such attorney's fees and costs will be the obligation of the 
Owner.  

FORCE MAJEURE. Consultant shall not be liable for delays in performance due to causes beyond its reasonable control including but not limited to, floods, fires, labor difficulties, delays by other parties, or accidents. 
UNFORESEEN CIRCUMSTANCES.  If there are any unknown, unforeseen, or hidden issues or findings discovered during the design process that will increase the cost of the project the Consultant will report these items to 
the Client along with any additional estimated costs if applicable immediately upon discovery. 

EXISTING DATA.  Consultant is not responsible for damaged or missing existing or other media, data, video or audio. 

PROMOTION.  Consultant may use images and information from the job for promotion. 

RECRUITMENT.  The Client cannot recruit Consultant staff for full time or part time work and will pay damages of 100% percent of employee’s annual pay if pursued or hired. 

ASBESTOS OR OTHER HAZARDS.  The Client is responsible for ensuring that the Consultant is informed of and does not disturb or obtain exposure to Asbestos or other potential hazard while on the project site.
