The project is defined as a HMA Resurfacing, located
on County Highway D55, from U.S. Highway 65 to County Highway S55 and on East Street in
Hubbard from County Highway D55 to the North City Limits; and

WHEREAS, the Board has sought appropriate professional guidance for the concept and
planning for the project and followed the steps as required by the Code of lowa for notifications,

WHEREAS, on August 10, 2011, the Board of Supervisors adopted a resolution of
necessity determining an area appropriate for urban renewal purposes and adopted the Ellsworth
Municipal Hospital Urban Renewal Plan; and

WHEREAS, it is deemed necessary and advisable that Hardin County, lowa, should
provide for the authorization of a Loan Agreement and the issuance of General Obligation Urban
Renewal Refunding Capital Loan Notes to the amount of not to exceed $17,000,000, as
authorized by Sections 331.443, 331.402 and 403.12 of the Code of lowa, as amended, and
Sections 145 and 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended, for the purpose of providing
funds to pay costs of carrying out essential county purpose project(s) as hereinafter described,;
and

WHEREAS, the Loan Agreement and Notes shall be payable from the Debt Service
Fund; and

WHEREAS, before a Loan Agreement may be authorized and General Obligation Urban
Renewal Refunding Capital Loan Notes, issued to evidence the obligation of the County
thereunder, it is necessary to comply with the provisions of the Code of lowa, as amended, and to
publish a notice of the proposal and of the time and place of the meeting at which the Board
proposes to take action for the authorization of the Loan Agreement and Notes and to receive
oral and/or written objections from any resident or property owner of the County to such action.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF
HARDIN COUNTY, STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. That this Board meet in the Board Room, County Courthouse, 1215 Edgington
Avenue, Eldora, lowa, at A.M., on the 10th day of March, 2021, for the purpose of
taking action on the matter of the authorization of a Loan Agreement and issuance of not to
exceed $17,000,000 General Obligation Urban Renewal Refunding Capital Loan Notes, for

Section 2. The Auditor is authorized and directed to proceed on behalf of the County with
the negotiation of terms of a Loan Agreement and the issuance of General Obligation Urban
Renewal Refunding Capital Loan Notes, evidencing the County's obligations to a principal
amount of not to exceed $17,000,000, to select a date for the final approval thereof, to cause to
be prepared such notice and sale information as may appear appropriate, to publish and distribute
the same on behalf of the County and this Board and otherwise to take all action necessary to
permit the completion of a loan on a basis favorable to the County and acceptable to the Board.

Section 3. That the Auditor is hereby directed to cause at least one publication to be
made of a notice of the meeting, in a legal newspaper, printed wholly in the English language,
published at least once weekly, and having general circulation in the County. The publication to
be not less than four (4), nor less than twenty (20), clear days before the date of the public
meeting on the issuance of the Notes, and to post notice of the meeting no fewer than seven (7)
days prior to the meeting on the County’s website.
