IFADC Update:

Granzow moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the Mental Health Month 2021 Proclamation as 
presented.  Motion carried.   
 
Granzow moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the resignation of Patricia Hammer from the 
Conservation Board.  The Supervisors will accept applications from candidates to fill the vacancy.  
Hoffman tentatively set the deadline for applications and/or letters of interest for June 11, 2021.  
Motion carried.   
 
Granzow moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the pay increase of Jamie Geisler, Auditor’s 
Accounts Payable Clerk, to a rate of $17.78/hour, effective 05/24/2021.  The increase, 2%, comes 
six months after date of hire.  Motion carried. 
 
Granzow moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the resignation of Jensyn Hall, part-time 
Correctional Officer, effective 05/16/2021.  Motion carried. 
 



Granzow moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the promotion of Kassidi Havens to full-time 
Dispatcher, at a rate of $17.26/hour, effective 06/01/2021.  Motion carried. 
 
Granzow moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the promotion of Heather Johlas to Assistant 
Director of Communications, at a rate of $20.35/hour, effective 05/11/2021.  Motion carried.
