McClellan moved, Granzow seconded to approve the agenda, with the following item stricken:

Granzow moved, McClellan seconded to set the deadline for boards and commissions applications 
for November 30, 2021 in the Auditor’s Office.  Motion carried. 
 
Granzow moved, McClellan seconded to approve the Auditor’s Monthly Report for October 2021.  
Motion carried.

McClellan moved, Granzow seconded to approve the demotion of Cole Birchmier to Truck Driver, 
at a rate of $22.29/hour, effective 11/08/2021.  Motion carried.

Services System 28E Agreement.  A resolution approving said amendment will be adopted 
November 10, 2021.  Motion carried.
