2)    Elm Street, from a northerly projection of the west line of Lot 4, Block 14, Pleasant Ridge 
Addition, west to the west line of Prairie Street, located in the unincorporated town of Garden City, 
Hardin County, Iowa. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that a hearing on the proposed vacation will be held in the Large 
Conference Room, Hardin County Courthouse, Eldora, Iowa, 50627 at 9:01 am on March 4th, 2024, in 
accordance with Iowa Code Chapter 306.
