McClellan moved and Granzow seconded the motion to approve the agenda. All Ayes. Motion carried.

Roll stated that the D41 project by
the Training School was moved up to 2026. Roll stated that they added the bridge on 225™ St between
S55 and D41 for 2028. Roll stated that this bridge qualifies for state funding. All Ayes. Motion carried.
