. Open Meeting

Hardin County Drainage Districts Board of Trustees Chairperson, Renee McClellan, opened the meeting. Also
present were Trustees, Lance Granzow and BJ Hoffman; Landowners, Brad Stensland, Lynn Holechek, Kevin

. Approve Agenda
Granzow moved, Hoffman seconded to approve the agenda as presented. All ayes. Motion carried.

. Introductions/Attendance
Introductions were made and attendance verified.

. Open Public Hearing
McClellan opened the hearing.

. Verify Publication
Schlemme verified the notice of publication as being published in the Times Citizen on Saturday, March 2, 2019.

. Explanation Of Project

The hearing was turned over to Gallentine who explained the project as detailed in the Engineer's Report dated
February 8, 2019. He stated that this district was odd as they began needing repairs soon after the district was
formed. He displayed several different options. 1) Separating the district by adding a new tile line just east of E
Ave with an estimate of $468,625.00 and $22,281.25 road crossing. 2) Installing a larger single tile for the entire
length of the district to obtain: 2a) 1/2" coefficient with an estimate of $5,641,191.60 and $206,353.13 road
crossing or 2b) 1" coefficient with an estimate of $7,803,417.60 and road crossing costs of $236,971.88. 3)
Installing two tile lines for the entire length of the district to obtain: 3a) 1/2" coefficient with an estimate of
$7,448,733.60 and $281,318.75 road crossing or 3b) 1" coefficient with an estimate of $10,681,413.60 and
$326,384.38 road crossing. 4) Installing parallel tile for the entire length of the district to obtain: 4a) 1/2" coefficient
with an estimate of $4,769,397.60 and $193,990.63 road crossing or 4b) 1" coefficient with an estimate of
$7,471,305.60 and $225,903.13 road crossing. 5) Installing an open ditch for the entire length of the district for an
estimate of $1,989,504.00 and road crossing costs of $862,125.00. 6) Separating the district by adding a new tile
line near the center of section 4 and replacing approximately 1/2 mile of tile going west to obtain: 6a) 1/2"
coefficient for an estimate of $1,367,444.76 and $54,696.88 road crossing or 6b) 1" coefficient for an estimate of
$1,872,641.76 and $64,040.63 road crossing. 7) Separating the district near the center of section 4 and replace
approximately 1/2 mile with dual tile to obtain: 7a) 1/2" coefficient for an estimate of $1,894,817.76 and road
crossing costs of $64,975.00 or 7b) 1" coefficient for an estimate of $2,433,146.76 and $75,253.13 road crossing.
8) Separating the district near the center of section 4 and replace approximately 1/2 mile with parallel tile to obtain
8a) 1/2" coefficient with an estimate of $1,218,086.76 and $46,287.50 road crossing or 8b) 1" coefficient with an
estimate of $1,800,734.76 and $59,368.75 road crossing. Gallentine added that due to the options that separate
the district and install a tile going north would outlet into a different district (DD 26), he recommends confirming if
they can outlet freely without charge.

. Written Or Verbal Comments/Discussion

Much discussion was had on which options to choose. It was discussed that it would be an option (not shown) to
separate the district with a new tile lying west of E Avenue and not replace the approximate 1/2 mile of tile. The
maijority of landowners agreed they preferred the option of separating the district the most and not replacing any
tile. The majority also chose separating the district west of E Avenue and not east of the road. Depths of the new
installed tile were discussed.

The landowners did not feel comfortable choosing an option and not knowing their costs since it will be
reclassified. After a show of hands, 7 showed they wanted to do something and 11 showed they didn't want to do
anything. Gallentine added that he feared those not wanting to do anything were landowners on the east side of
the district and they would hold up the west side landowners that wanted the project. The Trustees then asked for
a show of hands of those on the west side only and the majority showed not wanting to move forward with any
project.

It was agreed by a show of hands from the majority of landowners that they would like to see a reclassification
taken place. Gallentine estimated that it would cost roughly $8,000 to $12,000 and would take about 6-9 months
to complete.

Hoffman moved, Granzow seconded to close the hearing. All ayes. Motion carried.

Possible Action

Hoffman moved, Granzow seconded to direct CGA to reclassify the main only for the new installed line lying west
of E Avenue for depths of +2 feet. All ayes. Motion carried.

Gallentine explained the project options that were bid. Pederson Excavating was the low bidder for all options.
The base bid for all outlets and surface drains to be CMP was $142,670.00. The alt bid for all outlets and surface
drains to be SDR was $153,095.00. The add alt #1 bid for the seeding warranty was $2,000.00. The add alt #2 bid
for flared ends was $7,000.00.

. Comments/Discussion

Some landowners were upset with the bid items as they believed not all the outlets were needing repaired.
Schlemme refreshed everyone's memory with the meeting minutes of what was discussed. Smith was warned to
watch his language when it was stated the bid letting notice was published in the Eldora Herald.

It was also discussed that the landowners could petition to take over the management of the district. Schlemme
handed over a petition form for landowners to use.

It was agreed by majority of landowners that they would not like to move forward with the bid items as projected.
They would like to possibly see it re-bid with some items excluded.

It was discussed that the current classification was looked at and some extremities were seen. The majority
landowners agreed they would like to continue with the reclassification that was ordered.

General Review Comments:

The coordinates provided do not identify if they are for the district tile, waterline, or waterline
locates. Coordinates are needed for both district tile and waterline/waterline locates.

All of the sheets provided only show partial coordinates (i.e. X and Y) and don’t show the
elevation or Z coordinate.

Sizes and material of district tile at crossings should be identified. <Some still missing.>

The clearance between the waterline and the district tile needs to be specifically stated at each
crossing. <Although some (not all) tile depths are stated, the clearance is not stated for any of
the crossings.>

The clearance between the waterline and the flowline of the district open ditch needs to be
specifically stated at each crossing.

Pictures of installation and on-site data gathered are provided in all of CGA’s reports. | don’t
know if the District Trustees want these from IRUA also or not.

The engineering seal and signature only covers that the fact that the submittals were prepared
by the engineer and nothing else. It does not cover or state that for each crossing, the crossing
is in accordance with all permit requirements or states individual exceptions instead of general
ones. <New submittal has engineering seal removed and there still is no stating that each
crossing is in accordance with the permit requirements.>

What professional errors and omissions insurance coverage does IRUA maintain. | don’t believe
general liability covers professional negligence if submittals are incorrect.

For permits that are requesting to be withdrawn, provide drawings to verify that waterlines are
not in the same location as district facilities.

No photos were submitted of signage installed.



Specific Review Comments:

District 56 (permlt 2017-1and 2018 -2) drawmg (9-87- 22)&}9pears—te—net—be~eeﬁeet.—8ased—e&

<Done.> Also, when were on-site the district tile had 1’+ of soil and rock in it at broken Iocatlon
that was assumed to have washed in during the month that IRUA left tile open. This needs
removed. Finally, based on our survey shots there is not 1 ‘ of clearance between top of
repaired district tile and bottom of encasement.

District 152 (permit 2017-1 and 2018-2) drawing (16-87-22) showed that the waterline was
bored under the tile. However, based on our site visits, entire site was disturbed, there was no
boring equipment on-site, a trencher was on-site, no boring mud was present in the excavation,
and the soil under the tile/above the waterline was very soft. Based on this, our assumption is
that instead of using a boring machine, contractor excavated on each side of the tile and shoved
the waterline through. <Wording has been changed to “installed” with no additional details of
installation methods. The only method allowed by the permit without replacement of the tile is
boring.>

District 56 (permit 2017-1 and 2018-2) drawing (9-87-22) appears to cross Lateral 22, but said
crossing it is not shown. This is especially concerning since the Main tile of DD 56 was damaged
during waterline construction.

District 14 (permit 2017-1) drawing (34-88-22) appears-te-be-missing-a-crossing-of the-Main-at

the-intersection-of Co-HwyrB4tand-Co-Hwy-S27. <Crossing is now shown, but it indicates that
tile was “DAMAGED REPAIRED WITH PVC”. This type of repair is not allowed without a

variance.>
Following district tiles identified as not found:
a. DD11LatB (permlt 2017 1 and 2018-6) at intersection of Co Hwy S27 and Prairie Ave.

B-Ave: <Now shown >

c. DD 11 Main (permit 2017-1 and 2018-6) at driveway for house at 402 Prairie Ave.

d. DD 11 Main and Laterals (permit 2017-1 and 2018-6) in Town of Buckeye
These district tiles do exist and have some have been located in the past. CGA can stake out the
locations of some on DD 11 and DD 20. However, we were not contacted to do so.

The tile materials stated appear to be incorrect on the following (based on records from
previous projects):

a. DD 143 Original Main (permit 2017-1 — Crossing 2) is not HDPE, but is concrete.

b. DD 143 Supplemental Main (permit 2017-1 — Crossing 1) is not HDPE, but is concrete.

c. DD 123 Original Main (permit 2017-1 — Crossing 2) is not HDPE, but is concrete.

d. DD 123 Supplemental Main (permit 2017-1 — Crossing 1) is not clay, but is HDPE.

e. DD 123 Supplemental Lateral 1 (permit 2018-2 — Crossing 3) is not clay, but is HDPE.
The tile sizes stated appear to be incorrect on the following (based on records from previous
projects):

a. DD 56 Main (permit 2017-1) original tile was 28” and repair was 30”.

b. DD 123 Original Main (permit 2017-1 — Crossing 2) is not 30”, but is 36”.

c. DD 123 Supplemental Lateral 1 (permit 2018-2 — Crossing 3) is not 14”, but is 15”.



The following crossings were not indicated as being installed below the tile per the permit
requirements and would require a variance:

a. DD 31 Main (permit 2018-2 — Crossing 1) indicates water line was “trenched over”.

b. DD 14 Main (permit 2017-1 — Crossing 3) does not indicate if where water line was

installed after tile was damaged.

c. DD 56 Main (permit 2011-1) indicates water line is “in encasement trenched over tile”.
Additional specific comments may be forth coming after information requested in General
Review Comments is submitted.
