Investigation/Repair Summary:
• Tenant in the SW¼ SEY4 Section 30, Township 86 North Range 20 West reported a blowout/sinkhole, with the

tile plugged, and water flowing overland as a result.
• Visual observation found a wet area on the north fenceline, multiple wet areas in the grass swale, a

blowout/sinkhole, and water running overland to the downstream of the observed blowout/sinkhole. Also
found exposed tile, multiple pieces of broken tile and in the in the field, and large rocks and remnants of trees
that had been removed just downstream of the blowout/sinkhole.

Contractor Time and Materials (spent while CGA was on-site):
None recorded as only visual observation was performed.

Additional Actions Recommended:
Due to the lack of soil cover over the tile, broken pieces of tile found in the field, and recently cut trees, CGA
recommends locating and CCTV inspecting the tile in both directions from the blowout/sinkhole as the observed
issue may be due to a larger-scale deterioration of the Main tile’s physical condition.

 RE: Hardin County Drainage District Utility Permitting Process and Conditions 

 

To Whom It May Concern: 

  

 The Hardin County Drainage Districts and its Board of Trustees (collectively as “Trustees”) have become 

aware of violations and failure to comply with the drainage utility permitting process lawfully established 

pursuant to Iowa Code Section 468.186, which states, in pertinent part, as follows: 

 

When any person proposes to construct a pipeline, electric transmission line, communication line, 

underground service line, or other similar installations on, over, across, or beneath the right of way of any 

drainage or levee district, such person shall, before beginning construction, obtain from the drainage or 

levee district an easement to cross the district’s right-of-way. The governing body of the district shall 

require such person to agree to comply with subsection 3 of this section and may, as a condition of 

granting such easement, attach thereto such additional conditions as they deem necessary. When the 

necessary easement has been obtained, such person shall construct the installation at the person’s own 

expense and shall pay all costs of any reconstruction, relocation, modification, or reinstallation of the 

drainage or levee district’s facility which may be necessary as a result of construction of the installation 

for which the easement was granted. 

 

The Trustees have become aware of repeated violations of these mandatory obligations by a select few 

entities in the utility field. The failures include but are not limited to: a failure to give the Drainage District 24 

hour notice of its intention to commence construction on any lands within the jurisdiction of the Drainage District, 

to obtain proper locates, failure to inspect tile after repairs are completed, failure to pay all costs of any 

reconstruction, relocation, modification, or reinstallation of the drainage or levee district’s facility which may be 

necessary as the result of construction of the installation for which the easement was granted, and other such 

failures.  

 

  Having received no such notice of intent to commence construction, the Trustees have directed me to 

request the current status of your company’s projects in drainage districts as reflected in the list of outstanding 

and approved Utility Permit(s) Across Drainage Districts below:
